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TRANSFORMING LIVES: THE 2011 CAMPAIGN TO
EDUCATE GIRLS IN MOZAMBIQUE

It’s hard to believe that we are beginning our 7th campaign to support education for girls in
Mozambique. If we reach our bursary campaign goal of $24,000, over 100 girls from the Zambézia
Province will be able to attend school in 2011 while living in residences at three school centers. A
number of new girls will be joining the program in 2011 now that many of the girls who have been

in the program for the past 5 or 6 years have completed their studies.

Karen and Bill Butt, overseas personnel from the
United Church of Canada will visit Central
Pennsylvania from December 10th through 14th to help
launch our campaign. They have ten years of
experience working with girls from rural
villages in Mozambique.

The Butts’ appearance begins at 6pm on
Saturday December 11th with a
traditional Mozambique Dinner at our
Meeting House followed by a
presentation on how AIDS education and
school opportunities empower girls from
small rural villages and transform their
communities. The dinner is “$0 a plate”
and will feature several large pots of
“Moz Stew” along with beverages, bread
and dessert. If you plan to come contact
Priscilla Laws at lawsp @dickinson.edu
before Thursday December 9th and let
her know how many will be in your
party.

On Sunday morning, December 12th, Karen and Bill,
along with Priscilla Laws and Terri Smiley, will present
a service on “Feeding the Seven Billion.” Other
appearances include a presentation at Londonderry
School in Harrisburg, and a luncheon presentation at
the Carlisle Kiwanis Club. Their local tour culminates
with a “Girl Power” presentation to over 100 young
people from four local teen groups, sponsored by the
Carlisle YWCA. Local teens will hear and see what it’s
like to be a teenage girl in Mozambique.

Donation packets can be picked up at the Meetinghouse
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starting on Sunday December 5th. This year each
packet contains an “honor card” enabling contributors
to dedicate their donation to a family member or special
friend as a meaningful alternative to a material gift.

We hope that everyone who knows about
this program will be motivated to
contribute to this year’s campaign. All
gifts, large and small, will be appreciated.
As Greg Mortenson wrote in his recent
book From Stones to Schools:

“Powerful social and economic changes are
brought about when girls have the
opportunity to participate in their society.
Why girls? Adolescent girls are uniquely
capable of raising the standard of living in
the developing world. Girls are the most
likely agents of change . ..”

agents! We are proud of the fact that during
the past six years twelve of our girls
completed a three-year teacher-training program and
have been teaching elementary school in villages near
their family homes for the past two years. Some of
these new teachers have started PEDRA clubs that
promote AIDS prevention in the communities where
they teach. In addition, four girls are just finishing 12th
grade so some can apply to University and others to
Nursing School. Another girl is just finishing a three-
year agricultural school and two more girls have been
studying to be elementary school teachers.

MINISTER’S COLUMN

From the Well

I’ve been thinking about mentors lately. With the start-
up of the Coming of Age program, there are six people
among us who have agreed to be mentors for the six 7th
and 8th graders involved. It’s a big time commitment,
but mentoring could be just the right level of involve-
ment in a teenager’s life to bring a different adult per-
spective to the issues these kids are dealing with.
Please thank Char Klein, Jill Kachmar, Paul McAnulty,
Karen Walborn, Gail Black and Nate MacDicken for
their willingness to step forward to mentor our coming-
of-agers.

As a result of their generosity, I’ve also been thinking
about mentors I’ve had over the years, and reflecting on
some of the lessons I’ve learned from them. In no par-
ticular order below, I’d like to lift up some of the peo-
ple I’ve learned from, and what their lessons are which
I continue to carry forward in my own life.

Til Evans (a professor at Starr King seminary) — Make
the effort. Even if something is going to cause some
minor pain or inconvenience, do it anyway. Hampered
by serious arthritis, Til still gardened (using a cane) and
traveled cross-country by train when she was well into
her eighties. From Til I have also learned the im-
portance of keeping in touch with the people who mean
the most to you. She writes letters, talks on the tele-
phone, and visits her dear ones frequently. This keeps
her informed, engaged, and opinionated!

Joanna Macy (Buddhist/activist/environmentalist) —
Always care deeply; don’t shrug anything off. But don’t
let the depth of your caring and concern paralyze you
from taking action. Things may look terrible (indeed,
many situations are terrible), but there’s probably
something you can do to address the situation that
might make a difference.

Deena Metzger (feminist author) — Bring nature into
your life. Deena had a wolf as a companion animal. (I'd
never belittle their relationship by referring to Timber
as a pet.) She respected him for what he was — a wollf,
not a dog — and was always open to learning by ob-
serving him. She saw him as a creature of dignity, wor-
thy of her respect and admiration.

Diana Clymer (my sister-in-law) — Bring beauty into
your life. She has an eye for color and design that
astonishes me, and I always feel peaceful and calm
when I’m surrounded by the beauty of her house. Fresh
flowers, food served attractively on a plate, just the
right artistic touches here and there. She lives in beauty,
and she carries it with her.

Geneva Politzer (needs no introduction) — Find some-
thing to be grateful for. In a life with a lot of hardship

and challenge, Geneva remembers to give thanks for
what sustains her. I have learned a lot from accompany-
ing her on her journey these past thirteen years.

Russ Clymer (my Dad) — Lots of important lessons! If
something isn’t working, don’t force it; study it to see
how it works, and then gently attempt to see where it
isn’t working. Forcing something often breaks it. Fix
things that are broken rather than throwing them away.
Don’t waste resources — be frugal. These lessons work
as metaphors, too...

Berry the dog (dearly departed animal friend) — Always
forgive, always love unconditionally. And remember to
put on your seat belt.

Letter from the President:

Greetings and happy holidays to all of you at UUCV
from your Board of Trustees. I am impressed and some-
times overwhelmed by how much is happening at
UUCYV. We are a very active, high energy, creative
congregation that is involved in many projects and is
planning even more. I would like to lift up some of the
efforts that are in the planning stage.

Many things are underway to plan for our transition as
Judy and Duane retire in June 2011. The Board is plan-
ning for our transition to a full-time “settled” minister
by first contracting with an accredited Interim Minister
for 2 years. We have set December 5th after our service
to meet with you and share what we have learned and
why we are convinced that this is the best option. We
will also describe the processes for both the Interim
search, which the board conducts early next year, and
the Settled search to which the congregation elects
members and conducts the yearlong process to begin in
the fall of 2012.

There is a task force that is developing a plan for fur-
ther improvements in the sanctuary. We have wonderful
new windows that now “shed light” on the flaws that
need attention----like the need for ceiling repairs, paint,
and carpeting. A donor has emerged who will be con-
tributing start-up funds.

In the Spring, we will be establishing a Memorial Gar-
den outside the Social Hall. At the November meeting,
a commitment was made to do the garden, and in the
December meeting, we will appoint the task force that
will develop the plan to be implemented in the Spring.
Initial discussions lean toward a minimalist approach.

Lay leadership development is the focus of a collabora-
tive project among four key groups in our congregation.
The ministers, the board, the lay leadership develop-
ment committee, and the nominating committee are
seeking a district grant to sponsor scholarships to attend
events such as Healthy Congregations held monthly in
Lancaster from January through June. Additionally,
other leadership development opportunities such as
regional and national conferences and skills training
offered locally are also being considered. Ten people
signed up for Healthy Congregations series and others
may be interested when the make up session is held for
people who couldn’t come to the first gathering. If you
are interested, please contact Anne Gero at:

It was the late 1990s when I first watched the Roy
Scheider/Helen Mirren film based upon Arthur C.
Clarke’s novel 2010: The Year We Make Contact. It
may have been just youthful naivete, but at that point
2010 was still far enough away in my mind that I could
easily picture us sending a manned mission to orbit
Jupiter by... well, by this year. Time flies, though, and
I’m skeptical there will be humans among the gas gi-
ants even by 2061, the titular date of the next book in
Clarke’s series. Humankind has focused its energy on
more terrestrial concerns, and the cost of research into
space travel has begun to seem... impractical. That’s
the problem with long-range goals. They’re so easy to
postpone in light of more immediate concerns.

So here we are on the cusp of another new year. How
will this new year be different than the last? We know
that Judy and Duane will be retiring, and our December
5 congregational meeting will help us clarify our com-
munal vision for the best next steps in securing our next
clerical leadership. We’ve begun conversations about
an anticipated “face-lift” for our Sanctuary that may
mean our Tolling of the Bells service in 2012 will take
place in a very different space than the one we’ll com-
memorate just a few weeks from now. These things
seem to possess, if not a certainty, then at least a kind of
momentum: the energy of our community drives these
projects forward, and makes optimism possible even in
the longer term. But the important thing to remember
about these community goals is that they don’t actually
happen without individual people stepping forward to
do them.

Is Social Action the most important ministry we offer at
UUCYV, in your eyes? Then join the Social Action
Committee and get involved! Do you lie awake nights
thinking of ways to raise money for the church? Ask
about getting involved in Finances & Fundraising!

And if the music of worship touches your heart, and
you want to make sure that magic is present from week
to week through 2011 and beyond, I hope you’ll think
seriously about joining the choir. One 90-minute re-
hearsal each week (Mondays at 7:00) is all that’s re-
quired.

After all, we’ll never get to Jupiter if we don’t start
building the rocket.

From the Treasurer

As of the end of October, the pledge income we had
received was only a few thousand dollars below where
it should have been for this time of year ($56,135 vs.
$62,564). A big thank you to those of you who have
brought your contributions up to date. Although we
won’t know the final tally for several months, it is clear
that our recent auction was a success; the income
should meet or exceed the budgeted amount of $14,000.
This money brings much needed relief to our cash flow
concerns.

We have made the final draw from our construction
loan with F&M Bank for the recent improvements to
our building. The loan now has been converted to a
mortgage ($275,000) with our first payment of interest
and principal due in December.

As the end of the year approaches, please consider an
extra gift to your congregation. For those of you who
own stock or other equities, there are great tax ad-

vantages to making a gift of appreciated stock. Please
consult your tax advisor for details.

Sanctuary Improvements, Phase Two

With Phase One of our Sanctuary Improvement Project
now completed on time and under budget, we are eager
to begin Phase Two. This phase of our sanctuary im-
provements will involve repairing the plaster cracks;
painting the room, including the ceiling; replacing the
carpeting; and streamlining the chancel, choir, and or-
gan areas at the front of the room. We must also con-
sider pew seating or new movable sanctuary chairs.

A task force has begun to meet to brainstorm ideas for
these improvements. Its goals are to improve the look
and function of our sanctuary while respecting the ar-
chitectural integrity of the room and the building. With-
in these goals, they expect to come up with some
suggestions for congregational consideration that are
modern, clean, neutral and attractive, with at least two
choices of color palette — warm and cool. The funda-
mental concept under which they are operating is that
the sanctuary should offer an attractive but neutral can-
vas on which a variety of worship functions, from me-
morial services to Story Sundays, weddings, and
weekly worship, can be created. The task force will
present their ideas to the congregation for full consider-
ation and final selection.

Don and Sally Beaver have donated a significant gift to
UUCYV which will pay for more of the project im-
provements. Stay tuned for more information about
how you can contribute financially to help move this
project along. The anticipated start for this phase, with
successful fund raising, may be as early as February,
2011.
