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MINISTER’S COLUMN 

What’s This? 
Curious, isn’t it, that the ninth month of the year is 
named Seven-ember? And for the rest of the year the 
names are off by two (Eight-ober is the tenth, Nine-
ember is the eleventh, and Ten-ember is the twelfth 
month). It’s the result of the addition of two months 
(January and February) to the 10-month early Roman 
calendar in order to try to bring about better synchrony 
with the cycle of the sun. 
Plutarch described the change in an essay that was writ-
ten around the same 
time the Christian Gos-
pels were being drafted. 
He credits Romulus 
with creating a ten-
month calendar with 
months that varied from 
20 to more than 35 
days, for a total of 360 
days in the year. 
Numa Pompilius, who 
reigned not long after 
Romulus, from 715 to 
673 BCE, noticed that 
the solar cycle was a 
few days longer than 
the Romulan calendar. 
He decreed a reformed 
calendar with more 
regular length months and added two at the start of the 
year, thus offsetting the month names by two. And of 
course later on Julius Caesar fixed Numa’s calendar and 
then Pope Gregory decreed additional changes and a 
one-time adjustment, resulting in our familiar calendar. 
We can credit Numa with the odd naming. But right 
now I’m having trouble deciding whether I would 
rather have two extra months at the start of the year or 
at the end. It would be nice to start out with extra time 
for planning and preparation for whatever lies ahead. 
Of course even the best laid plans… require adaptation 
and flexibility. On the other hand, a couple of extra 
months at the end of the year would permit more time 
to finish up projects and just maybe cross a few more 
entries off to-do lists. 
But when does the new year begin? It seems somebody 
is celebrating a new year almost all the time. This 
month marks the Jewish new year, and it also feels like 
the beginning of the formal church year for UUCV, a 
holdover from the time when most Unitarian churches 
were closed for the summer (we are the only people 
God trusted to take the summer off) when their mem-
bers and clergy fled the steamy Massachusetts summer 

weather for summer “cottages” in cooler Maine, New 
Hampshire, and Vermont. 
We will mark the UUCV new program year with our 
traditional gathering of the waters on the first Sunday 
after Labor Day, when we pour water from around the 
world into a communal bowl, to represent our return to 
community. But wait — many of us have not been 
away. Our summer worship and programs are not much 
different from the rest of the year, and with our newly 
air conditioned space, summer attendance has been 
higher than we’ve had before. 
But there is something in the air that carries the first 

indications of autumn. It 
feels in many ways like 
a fresh start, with new 
plans, revamped sched-
ules, and a mix of famil-
iar and novel 
programming. Like a 
good time to pause and 
take stock, to forgive 
ourselves and each 
other, and to recommit 
to our mission and cove-
nant. And even as we do 
that, we know that we 
must anticipate creative 
change and the unex-
pected, remain flexible, 
and welcome emerging 
leadership. 

So let’s welcome the fall as we begin again in love. See 
you on Sunday!

The third principle brings the focus to our interaction 
with the people we serve. Relationship is the key to 
better understanding and mutual awareness of needs. 
Effective leadership requires knowing whom we are 
representing and being present to interact with them.

The New Look and Feel 
Your board of trustees is delighted to report the new 
roof, upgraded electric service, windows and the heat 
pump system are in line with the budget and have been 
paid by our construction loan. The sanctuary is brighter 
with new clear energy efficient windows giving our 
building a new and refreshed exterior. Our neighbors 
have commented how much they like the new windows. 
The interior window trim work is scheduled for com-
pletion in the next month. Our new roof kept us dry 
over the winter and again improved our building’s ap-
pearance. 

Along with the new, brighter and dry sanctuary, our 
climate controlled environment is making our services 
more pleasant for everyone. I understand the Sunday 
attendance is up even considering the really hot summer 
we are having this year. It is too early to report on the 
electric cost for the air conditioning. The system is run 
only when the sanctuary is occupied on Sunday for 
worship and on Monday evening for choir practice.  
The remainder of the time the system is in a set back 
mode. Our heat pumps will be used during the fall and 
spring to heat the sanctuary helping to offset the high 
cost of the propane fired boiler. 
If you have any questions about our recent improve-
ments, do not hesitate to contact any trustee. Our future 
goals for the sanctuary will be new paint for our old 
walls and ceilings and floor repairs prior to installing 
new carpet.  Can you visualize the new improved look 
and feel?

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First Chalice Keepers Grant Awarded to 
Central PA Congregations To Celebrate 
UU Association Sunday with Peter Morales 
On Sunday, November 7 in York, PA, the UUs of the 
Cumberland Valley will join six more UU congrega-
tions to celebrate the annual Unitarian Universalist As-
sociation Sunday in a big way. Over 500 people will 
gather to worship and hear the Rev. Peter Morales, 
President of the UUA, deliver the sermon. 
The Joseph Priestley District of the UUA will provide 
$3,000 to help underwrite the event. The funding marks 
the first grant to be awarded from Chalice Keepers, the 
JPD Endowment for Growth, in response to a grant 
application written by Judy Welles. Chalice Keepers 
began in 2006 to help congregations with expensive 
purchases of land and buildings and to encourage pro-
grams that support growth within the District. To date 
more than 120 Chalice Keepers have made contribu-
tions and pledges to the fund, and it is valued at over 
$110,000. 
The sermon and the service, highlighted by special in-
spirational band and choral music under the direction of 
our own David Glasgow, will be held in William Penn 
High School, in the inner city of York, and child care 
will be provided. Following the service, there will be 
hospitality at the York church, nine blocks away. Par-
ticipating congregations include:  Unitarian Universal-
ists of the Cumberland Valley, Unitarian Church of 
Harrisburg, Unitarian Universalist Congregation of 
York, Unitarian Universalist Church of Lancaster, First 
Unitarian Universalist Church of Berks County, Unitar-
ian Universalists of Gettysburg, and Unitarian Univer-
salist Fellowship of Centre County. 
Chalice Keepers welcomes bequests, planned gifts, and 
donations of cash or appreciated assets to advance Uni-
tarian Universalism within the District. A management 
committee chaired by Ellen Cotts oversees the fund, 
which is invested with the UUA general endowment 
fund.

Religious Education for Adults 
We are planning to offer three classes for adults in the 
next few months. Sign ups are required and there are 
minimum enrollment expectations. Details of each  
follow: 

Roots and Branches. Our class for people seriously 
considering membership in UUCV has been expanded 
from two to three sessions to allow more time for con-
versation and reflection. Judy and Duane will co-lead 
this fall’s class on three Tuesday evenings, from 7:00 to 
9:00 in the Meetinghouse Library, meeting on Septem-
ber 21 and 28 and on October 2. 
The class covers people’s personal religious journies, 
Unitarian Universalist history, programs and activities 
of the Unitarian Universalist Association and the Jo-
seph Priestley District, and the wide range of activities 
ongoing at UUCV. There will be ample opportunity for 
personal sharing, and a simple project for each partici-
pant. 
The class will most likely be offered again in the late 
winter/early spring. Completion of this class is a re-
quired step on the path to membership. (Sign up in the 
Social Hall by September 19.  Minimum enrollment:  
Four.) 
A House for Hope. This seven-session class will exam-
ine the new Beacon Press book by John Buehrens and 
Rebecca Parker, A House for Hope: The Promise of 
Progressive Religion for the Twenty-First Century. The 
book outlines a lovely metaphor for understanding what 
progressive religion offers to the world in each of sev-
eral traditional areas of theological questioning. The 
class will meet on consecutive Tuesday evenings, start-
ing on October 19 and ending on December 7. (No 
class on November 16.) We will meet from 7:00 to 8:30 
p.m. Participants will be expected to read the relevant 
chapters of the book before each session. We will take 
pre-orders for the book until October 3. (Group order 
for the book will be placed on October 3. Deadline to 
sign up is October 17. Minimum enrollment: 6). 
End of Life Issues. Judy will reprise her popular class 
that invites participants to consider the issues any of us 
might face as the end of our life approaches. The class 
offers practical information and the opportunity to re-
flect on how you want to live fully as well as considera-
tions of the legacy you will leave, decisions about end-
of-life care, and legal issues that elders face. You’ll 
have a chance to draft your own obituary and offer your 
thoughts about your own memorial service. The class 
will meet from 1:30 to 3:30 on Thursday afternoons, 
starting January 13 through February 17, with no class 
on January 27. We will meet on February 24 if we must 
cancel a session due to bad weather. 
Pre-registration is necessary for each of the classes. 
Sign ups will be available in the Social Hall starting 
September 12 for Roots and Branches and for A House 
for Hope. Or you can sign up for either one by e-
mailing office@uucv.net.

Nurse’s Notes 
A few tidbits I’ve read recently to add to your hip 
pocket of information:  Studies have found that folks 
who become sleep deprived with about 4 hours per 
night (vs 7-8 hours) of sleep tend to gain weight. Ac-
cording to the American Journal of Clinical Nutrition 
and Journal of Clinical Endocrinology and Metabolism, 
in one test they actually found after one night of re-
stricted sleep, participants were less able to move blood 
sugar into their cell, which suggests that their bodies 
were at least temporarily resistant to insulin; meaning 
more apt to gain weight. Another bit of research reveals 
that supplements like ginkgo biloba,  phosphatidylser-
ine, choline, vitamins, and vinpocetine do not show to 
help age-related dementia or mental acuity—save your 
money. Recently the National Cancer Institute reported 
that eating increased servings of fruits and veggies did 
not change your risk of getting cancer. But before you 
go from broccoli to burgers—lots of fruits and veggies 
do decrease your risk of heart disease, stroke, and many 
other conditions.  Sooo … get plenty of rest, don’t 
worry about buying high priced supplements, and eat 
your veggies.
