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Roy’s Reflections 
Hello UUCV!  This message comes while I’m on vaca-
tion in Kentucky with family. Already this summer our 
mutual experiences have held poignant, even pastoral, 
irony. In the same week of Dan Cozort’s accident and 
surgeries, my fourteen year-old grandson, Braden, 
broke his hip and that required serious surgery. As a 
caring community you have given Dan and Leslie won-
derful support. We have given Braden and his mom and 
dad (and each other) emotional support. I feel fortunate 
to be with my loving family during this time. The coin-
cidences don’t stop there though.  You lost a UUCV 
charter member, Nancy Quain Grim, to cancer. Her 
memorial service is being held as I write this column. 
My former congregation near Atlanta, UUCG (Gwin-
nett), lost a mid-forties member to pancreatic cancer. 
He fought that battle for over three years. To Dan 
Cozort, Leslie, and the family of Nancy Grim I offer 
my heartfelt thoughts and support. 

It feels a bit awkward to shift from speaking of pastoral 
matters, and acknowledging grief’s presence, to turn to 
the topic and tasks of interim ministry; especially with 
this my first newsletter column to you.  It is not my 
style to be curt and abrupt. So I will ease into the 
UUCV community by staying relational with this mes-
sage. From Reverends Judy and Duane, and from cer-
tain others like Anne Gero, your congregation 
President, I have learned that the relational life is quite 
an important element of the UUCV community. I am 
very much in the learning mode right now, and do not 
know what all to list, but certainly your Small Group 
Ministries (with more than 80 members participating) 
and your various social activities and caring circle 
prove the point: the relational life of UUCV stands out 
in importance. I am pleased that you strongly value a 
sense of community, and create community in so many 
wonderful ways. You will have my eager and enthusi-
astic support in not only sustaining those qualities but 
also exploring ways to further deepen the spiritual-
relational life of your congregation. That, in fact, is one 
of my passions, as well as skills. 

Listening, and learning from you, are my top two pri-
orities upon arriving in Carlisle. Yes, I need to move in 
and set up home and office, but following that I want 
opportunities for us to gather in groups in various set-
tings to begin our dialogue regarding UUCV’s past, 
present, strengths, struggles, and momentum. It is best 
that I be clear at the outset that interim ministry differs 
from settled ministry, and I will help you understand 
those differences in due time. One thing can be said  

right now. I am not “called” to the ministry of UUCV in 
the way a settled ministry is voted on and called into 
settlement. I am “hired” by the Board of Trustees, with 
whom I am in contract.  I work directly with the Board 
and a new group – the “Transition Team” – to navigate 
through the developmental phases of interim ministry. 
The Transition Team, which reports to the Board, will 
consist of four or five members. Right now there are 
two members identified: Dave Mooney and Gisela 
Roethke. The other members will be recruited after I 
become more familiar with the church community. 

I am keen on meeting all of you, and there will be set-
tings for that to happen. I look forward to serving you 
as your interim minister.

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UUCV Members Finish Leadership  

Development Course 

Nancy Bittinger, Peg Bridge, Rich and Muriel Brona-
koski, Anne Gero, Ed Glasgow, Jackie Page, Holly 
Smith and Karen Walborn traveled to Lancaster on Jan-
uary 22, February 26, March 26, April 23 and June 4 to 
participate in a leadership development workshop to 
promote “Healthy Congregations.” This course was 
sponsored by the Joseph Priestly District. 

The Healthy Congregations training is based on the 
research and study materials developed by Peter L. 
Steinke for the Evangelical Lutheran Church in Ameri-
ca.  Recognizing the value of this material, our District 
Executive, Rev. Dr. Richard Speck adapted the content 
for UU congregations and trained the District staff 
members who conduct the workshops. UUCV received 
a grant from the District to pay for our participation. 

Despite our success as a relatively new UU congrega-
tion, we are not free of problems, conflicts, fears and 
anxieties.  The workshop provided us with some basic 
strategies and techniques to encourage healthy devel-
opment. Here are three examples: 

1. System Thinking:  We are interconnected.  This is 
not just an abstract principle.  We are a part of the 
whole and what affects one person affects the whole 
congregation.  We must always refer to the larger con-
text and be aware of the ramifications that individual 
actions have on the whole. 

2. Triangulation:  This may occur in situations when we 
are anxious, upset or at odds with a person or a situation 
in our congregation. For example, if person A has a 
problem with person B, he or she will go to a third par-
ty (person C) to complain instead of talking to person 
B.  Involving a third party to absorb the anxiety and 
solve the problem is triangulation. Each of us needs to 
take responsibility and express our own feelings and 
opinions. 

3. Anxiety and change:  Anxiety in a time of change or 
transformation is normal.  Do we react to a situation or 
problem with fear or anger or do we respond in a loving 
manner?  We build on our ability to learn new things, to 
freely exchange ideas and to manage conflict with a 
caring spirit. 

Speaking for the group, I can confidently say that we 
each benefited personally from this experience. Even 
though we were very critical of some aspects of the 
program, our overall response is positive. We are glad 
for the opportunity to participate and we look forward 
to our continued involvement at UUCV. Thank you 
UUCV.

The Top 10 Worst Reasons Not to Sing in 

the Choir 

10. I’d rather sit and listen. 
If you think listening to a great choir performance is an 
amazing experience, you should try singing in one!  
Part of the “magic” of choir is the thrill of lending your 
own small voice to a powerful whole—it’s kinda like 
membership in a UU congregation, but louder. 

9. I’ve never sung for people before. 
Well, you gotta start somewhere!  And there are few 
environments more welcoming and supportive than the 
UUCV Choir! 

8. I don’t know what voice part I sing. 
Happily, we have a trained music director who’s really 
good at helping people figure out the best notes for their 
voices. 

7. I don’t know how to sing harmony. 
Our choir director also has several methods of helping 
people learn new harmonies, including the Nick Page 
technique: “Keep singing the same note until it sounds 
wrong, then sing another one.”  Surprise yourself! 

6. You already have enough  (altos / sopranos / tenors/ 
basses). 
Ask any current choir member whether we have 
“enough” singers, and they’ll respond with an enthusi-
astic, welcoming “NO!”  Choir music sounds better and 
better when more voices are raised—it’s hard to sing 8-
part harmony when there are only seven singers! 

5. I’m afraid of auditioning. 
Good news!  We’re an “audition-free” choir—you 
don’t have to audition to join the group!   

4. I’ll never sing as well as Janet (or Dan, or Becky, or 
David, or…). 
Believe it or not, Janet and Dan and Becky and David 
all have their own moments of self-doubt too!  Don’t 
compare your gifts to someone else’s—just use the gifts 
you have, as enthusiastically as you can! 

3. I don’t like to wear all black. 
Neither does Jill. You can commiserate. 

2. I can’t commit to weekly rehearsals. 
Our choir has a very simple rehearsal attendance policy: 
if you don’t feel you’re ready to sing the music we’ve 
scheduled to sing, you don’t have to sing it.  Many of 
our singers frequently “opt out” of performing, but still 
attend rehearsals whenever they can, just because they 
get so much out of being part of this community! 

1. The choir seems like such a close-knit community 
already, and I don’t want to intrude. 
The choir got to be a close-knit community by welcom-
ing new members, one at a time, who were willing to 
take a risk and share their gifts together. We all think 
it’s worth the risk. Do you?

Lammas is the mid-point between the Summer Solstice 
and the Fall Equinox. It usually falls on August 1st and 
is a harvest festival celebrating the bounty of earth. 
Lakshmi is a Hindu goddess of wealth and prosperity, 
so I added her to this card since those two seem to me 
to be linked in celebrating the culmination of all that 
has been sown in the planting 
and comes to fruition during 
harvest. The images in the back-
ground are of fruits and vegeta-
bles. The full suns symbolize the 
heat of an August day amid the 
circle of life celebrated at har-
vest. The rabbit and the frog are 
symbols of fertility. I enjoy that 
they are both represented in the 
quilted section as Sally, my sis-
ter collected rabbits and I have 
collected frogs. 

And the verbal interpretation of 
the image and what it means to 
Dot:  "I am One Who celebrates 
the fullness of the harvest, which 
is dependent on what was sown 
during planting. As you sow, so 
shall you reap. What you send 
into the life of others comes 
back into your own. I am One 
Who sees the frog and thinks of 
the cycle and circle of life. I see 
the rabbit and think of fertility 
and abundance. Lakshmi shows 
abundant prosperity in wealth as 
she allows her coins to fall into 
our lives. The rotund, ample 
elephants water the earth so that 
it might continue to provide 
what we need. So might it be."

Nurse’s Notes 
Ahhh, the feel of a good night’s sleep can make the 
next day much more pleasant.  In fact Americans get-
ting 6-8 hours of sleep per night scored the best on cog-
nitive function tests.  According to a Sleep 2011  (May 
issue) article by Ferrie et al, in a study people reported 
how many hours of sleep they got on an average week-
night and they did so again 5 years later.  Cognitive 
function tests were administered on both occasions.  
Those who fell short of the 6-8 hours average per night 
had the lowest scores.  Their scores actually were akin 
to someone many years older.  On the flip side, getting 
too much sleep was not good either.   

Those who averaged more than 8 hours per night had 
super low scores on the cognitive function tests.  Re-
search has yet to determine exactly how sleep affects 
the brain, but sleep difficulties are linked to a myriad of 
health issues from depression to heart disease.  So, get 
to bed at a reasonable time—but resist the urge to be a 
sleepyhead.  Your brain will thank you for it.

The Carpet Looks Great!!! 

The new carpet has been installed in our renovated 
sanctuary and the reviews are good. The room does 
look larger and the cool blue green reflection on the 
walls is a welcome change. Our congregation really 
worked together to prepare the room for the carpet and 
then return the pews to the space. Thank you everyone 
for contributing your time and talent for ripping, tear-
ing, sweeping, repairing, cleaning and in general being 
there. Due to the condition of the existing floor, we 
agreed with our installers to underlay the carpet with a 
sub-floor. It was the right decision as the finished prod-
uct is smooth without bumps and low spots. The cost of 
the carpet and under-layment was $14,018.  Our sanc-
tuary improvement fund has $11,652 resulting in a 
short fall of $2,366. The short fall was due to the under-
layment If you did not get an opportunity to contribute 
to the renovations, now is a good time. Drop your con-
tribution in the Sunday collection basket with “sanctu-
ary carpet” in the memo line. Your help will be 
appreciated.
