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“Something” Begins at UUCV

When I was a kid, December 26 was generally a big let-down day. I had been looking forward to
Christmas for weeks, but 24 hours after the bright lights, family bustle, and gleeful paper-tearing of
“The Day Itself,” it all was just ... over. Somehow the gifts that had been hidden inside the paper,

now that they were out in the open, did not live up to the hype.

So when our community gathered at UUCV on January
14 for the Something Begun album release premiere
concert, I braced myself for a
letdown. Of course, the 37
performers (including 19
UUCV’ers) who shared the
stage that night believed in the
music—but we all had
performance adrenaline going
for us. What would the
audience think? Would we
“unwrap the gift” we hoped this
album would be, only to watch
the enthusiasm land with a
sodden splat the next morning?

Instead, what I have discovered
is that folks who attended the
concert found it just as
meaningful as the performers
who had invested their souls in
the performance—or, perhaps

Nearly all of the performers who shared their gifts at
the concert have told me that the words we all sang that
night really spoke to their
hearts—that they felt they could
sing those songs as if they had
written them. By “trusting the
world enough” to be vulnerable
about my own frustrations, my
own self-doubt—and even my
own perfectionism—I had given
these folks an opportunity to be
vulnerable themselves. And they
in turn, modeling vulnerability,
made it possible for the audience
to test the waters of vulnerability
too. Several have said that their
favorite part of the evening was
seeing the emotional connections
in the faces of the audience.

I think that is the difference

folks who attended the concert
found it meaningful because the
performers had invested their souls in the performance.

All eleven tracks of the album are original
compositions—I wrote the words and music, and Jason
and I arranged the vocals and instrumentals. So it is
easy to see why an audience member would reflect I
had had to “trust the world enough to turn myself
inside-out” on stage. (And yes, to perform with 14 other
musicians, for an audience of 150, a song one wrote as
an anniversary present for one’s spouse, is a uniquely
vulnerable experience!) But it wasn’t just my “insides”
that were on display that evening.

beautifully stubborn enthusiasm I

have felt building around
Something Begun: when we unwrap a gift expecting to
be delighted, we cannot help but be disappointed at the
banality of it. But when we unwrap our souls expecting
to be ashamed, we find ourselves connecting deeply
with other souls. That is where true community begins.
That is how we transform lives and care for the world.

From the Board:

What’s up with the ministerial search, Jill?” As a mem-
ber of the Board of Trustees, I have been asked this
question several times. Like many of you, I too am cu-
rious to understand the process of finding a new settled
minister. I’'m happy to say that we have taken the first
steps in the early stage of what will be an 18-month
process in our search for a settled minister. Where we
are, exactly, is in the planning stage to meet up with our
MSR.

An MSR is a Ministerial Settlement Representative,
whose services are provided to assist congregations in
their process of locating and securing a minister and
whose role is to guide us in this process. The Joseph
Priestley District (JPD) Ministerial Settlement Repre-
sentative (MSR) is the Reverend Don Garrett, minister
at the Lehigh Valley Unitarian Universalist Church.
The MSR will meet with us three times; at least once
will be in person to present introductory material to the
congregation and to meet with the Board.

The first step is really important, as this is an opportuni-
ty for the MSR to let all of us know the basics of what
will happen by outlining the search process. As it would
be ideal for the entire congregation to be involved in
selecting a new minister, it is important that everyone
understands what will be happening, so please plan to
attend the meeting. The second time will be to meet
with the search committee after it has been elected, and
the third time the MSR meets with UUCV will be with
the search committee when it receives names of pro-
spective ministers.

To further guide us in this process is the Settlement
Handbook for Ministers and Congregations, available
online for all to see here: www.uua.org/transitions. This
outlined procedure is the product of many years of ex-
perience of many churches and many ministers. It
serves both ministers and congregations by providing
information, counsel, structure, and resources. Its pur-
pose is to bring about the best possible match between
minister and congregation.

The dates for meeting with the MSR have not yet been
identified, but will be widely advertised when they have
been determined. We are in the midst of the next chap-
ter of UUCV’s life story; it is both daunting and excit-
ing. We are autonomous in deciding the person we will
call to serve UUCYV; it is a great challenge, but one I
know we can meet. If you have any questions, don’t
hesitate to ask me!

UUCY teen Johanna Bear, 13, daughter of Greg Bear
and Rebekah Feeser, and an eighth-grade student at
Lamberton Middle School, has been named, for the
second consecutive year, first-place winner in the mid-
dle-school category of the Martin Luther King Jr. Es-
say Contest.

Participation in the contest is elective, for extra credit.
The topic this year was a Central Pennsylvania organi-
zation of the writer's choice that works to promote Dr.
King's dream of social justice for everyone. Johanna
chose to write under the title "UUCV: Keeping the
Dream Alive" about our congregation and three of its
social action programs: the Mozambique Bursary Pro-
ject, the GLBT Justice Initiative, and the Change for the
World program. She gave a brief outline of the way
each project fulfills its mission.

The contest was open to students in all Carlisle elemen-
tary schools, the two middle schools, and the high
school. There were two winners at the high school: a
9th grader and a 12th grader; one (Johanna) for the two
middle schools, and one for all participating elementary
schools. The winners were recognized at the 23rd Car-
lisle Community Commemoration Celebration on Sun-
day, January 15, at Grace United Methodist Church.

In addition to the recognition she has received for the
last two MLK contests, Johanna was Gold Key winner
in the regional Scholastic Art & Writing Awards and
winner of the American Education Week Essay Contest
for Lamberton, both held last year. In 2010 she placed
second in the fiction category in the Hershey History
Contest, and won honorable mention in the same con-
test last year.

Nurse’s Notes

Thought I’d put a few tidbits in this month that may be
of interest to you. If you ever get a print-out of lab test
results and wonder what they all mean, first ask your
doctor. However there is a website: labtestsonline.org
that is noncommercial and written for consumers to
give you further information. If you have arthritis, make
a special effort to stay physically active, especially in
the winter. Check out the website:
cdc.gov/arthritis/pa_overview.htm. Vitamin E does not
reduce the risk of prostate cancer, and may even in-
crease it. The study in the Journal of the American
Medical Association suggests that effects of supple-
ments can show up years after people stop taking them.
Women who drink regular coffee may be at lower risk
for developing depression. In the Archives of Internal
Medicine, women who drank 2-3 cups of coffee per day
had 15% less likelihood of depression than women who
drank one cup or no coffee. Happy February everyone!

Shortly before noon each second Wednesday I pull into
the UUCYV parking lot. There may be a car already
there, the driver patiently waiting for someone with a
key. We troop in, carrying both knitting paraphernalia
and food containers. Others arrive, and soups, salads,
casseroles and desserts soon cover the kitchen counter.
Our monthly Knitters and Stitchers meeting is under-
way.

I refer to our group as a "genesis" because our history is
so new that, in historical terms, it is just beginning. The
group we now have is the latest version of one that had
its start as an item offered by Joan Bechtel at the
UUCYV Auction in 2000. Meetings were changed from
evening to noon when Janet Spencer began hosting the
group, and when Janet moved to Kennett Square, I
opened my own home on meeting day. So when I an-
nounced that I was moving, the group we informally
call "Khnitters" decided it was time to move to the
church.



We find places at a couple of shoved-together tables in
the dining room. Everyone samples the offerings, re-
turning often enough to the counter so that the donors
don't usually have to worry about taking home many
leftovers. We catch up on the
details of our lives, comment
on current events, and plan for
the future, before we make our
way, individually, to Room
One. We find seats there---if
we haven't already staked
them out on the way in---and
settle in for a couple of hours.
We continue interrupted con-
versations, start new ones, and
comment on the progress of
others' work. And we always
offer help to someone "stuck”
on a project.

Darlene's
difficulty in crocheting with
"pom-pom" yarn draws sym-
pathy. Nancy fascinates us by
telling how she turns her al-
pacas' fur coats into yarn. And
someone else reads aloud from
the book of an author/knitter
who has some advice to share.
Others are pursuing our latest
project---the knitting of long,
fluffy scarves for the women
under the care of Domestic
Violence Services.

Ground Hog/Imbolg Day

Midway between the Winter Solstice and the Spring
Equinox is February 2nd, which we call Ground Hog
Day. The ancient Celts called it Imbolg or Imbolc and
associated it with Brigid, who was originally identified
as a Celtic Goddess and later glorified as a Christian
Saint. "Imbolg" means "in the belly" and recognizes
this time as the birthing of the lambs from the "bellies"
of the ewes.

We celebrate Ground Hog Day by waiting to see if the

ground hog sees its shadow, predicting six more weeks
of winter, or if it doesn't, predicting an early spring. In
Ireland and Scotland, this is the day that the hag Cail-
lesch gathers firewood for the remainder of winter. If it
is sunny, she gathers lots of
wood, expecting winter to last
a long time. If it is cloudy,
she doesn't stay out for long,
gathering less firewood,
promising spring is coming
soon.

Many such festivals involve
lighting candles in the home
as a way of increasing the
light of long nights, leading to
the name Candlemas for this
day. I enjoy using just about
every candle in the house to
create an atmosphere of
warmth and soft light. It's a
time for looking forward and
meditating on what the prom-
ise of spring might bring.

On this card, you also see a
wheat weaving of a St. Brig-
id's cross. These weavings
were hung in each room of
the house asking St. Brigid to
bless each room until the time
of spring cleaning.

When I draw this card in a
reading, it calls me to focus
on where we are in the turn-
ing of the wheel or the cycle
of the year. It reminds me that
the animals and the legends of
the ancients can both be signals to what is happening or
about to happen. It invites me to decide whether to stay
in hibernation and waiting or to prepare for new births
and invigorated energy about to spring forth in my life.

"I am the One who peeks out at the appointed time to
see what is happening and to discern the signs around
me. Is spring just around the corner or is winter going
to linger longer?

In any event, I am one
who hangs Brigid's cross in every room asking her to
bless my living space (and me!) with energy to carry
me forward through the rest of winter until the Equinox
arrives and I relax into warming days, blooming buds
and greening plants. (Please do not see your shadow,
Sister Ground hog, please stay outside awhile!)"
